3. How do we give? (2 Corinthians 9:6-7; Ecclesiastes 11:1)

our action’. Q: What should our attitude be every time we give?

4, When do we give? (Isaiah 55:10; Malachi 3:8-12)

If giving is compared to a seed, then every time a man gives he has set in
motion a cycle that will culminate in harvest.

Q: Which three instances were highlighted for giving?
