 Easy Believism – Romans 10:9-10, Acts 16:31 

 When Believing is allowed to pass for Saving Faith. 

 They have a historical belief, but no: 
 

 Personal Trust. 

 No Personal Commitment. 

 No Repentance. 

 No Confession of Jesus as Lord.
